
SEGHESIO FAMILY VINEYARDS is dedicated to the production of extraordinary 
Zinfandels and the cultivation and preservation of old-vine vineyards. Estate vineyards 
encompass approximately 320 acres in the Alexander, Dry Creek and Russian River 
Valleys. In addition to the winery’s critically-acclaimed Zinfandels, Seghesio Family 
Vineyards also produces a handful of wines from traditional Italian varieties in homage 
to the founders of the winery’s heritage.
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SONOM A ZINFA NDEL S O N O M A  C O U N T Y   Each vintage, we harvest Zinfandel lots from vineyards 
in Russian River, Dry Creek and Alexander valleys to create a blend that represents everything we love about Sonoma County 
Zinfandel. Each lot is fermented separately and the best of these are blended under the watchful eye of winemaker Andy 
Robinson to produce our Sonoma Zinfandel. Our Sonoma Zinfandel exemplifies the purity and balance that we strive to achieve 
in all of our wines.
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OLD V INE ZINFA NDEL A L E X A N D E R  V A L L E Y   Our Old Vine Zinfandel is a blend sourced from 
vineyards planted across the Dry Creek bench and cooler southwest portion of Alexander Valley. Although “old vine” is often loosely 
interpreted across the wine industry, our benchmark is a minimum of 50 years with an average age closer to 70 years old.
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CORTINA ZINFA NDEL D R Y  C R E E K  V A L L E Y   The core of this blend comes from our Chen’s 
Vineyard, planted in 1972 in Dry Creek Valley. Cortina is named after the gravelly loam soils prevalent up and down Dry 
Creek Valley, where the vineyards benefit from conditions that preserve Zinfandel’s natural acidity and accentuate red fruit 
characteristics in the wine. 
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HOME R A NCH ZINFA NDEL A L E X A N D E R  V A L L E Y   The core of our Home Ranch Zinfandel 
comes from the Seghesio Family’s original Zinfandel plantings that date back to 1895. Home Ranch Zinfandel consistently 
receives high praise from the critics and transcends the Zinfandel category as a world class wine. 
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ROCK PILE ZINFA NDEL R O C K P I L E  V I T I C U L T U R E  A R E A   The Rockpile Appellation, contiguous 
to Dry Creek Valley, is defined by ridge tops with elevations ranging from 800 to 2,100 feet above sea level. The appellation’s 
size is limited by its rugged terrain. Steep, well-drained hillsides with shallow, rocky topsoil reduce vigor in the vines, resulting in 
smaller berries with intense flavor.
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
